The odd records from the stunted high altitude
miombo in Mufindi District of the Southern Highlands are most
likley of western origin.
Some of those central plateau records could be ID errors for
A. orientalis and great care must be taken identifying
any birds as "Western" in acacia rather than miombo habitat.
It is a low density bird throughout its range and only Br. Arthur 
Grawehr in Peramiho has recorded it for every month.
